REPORT OF ACTIVITIES

NOVEMBER AND DECEMBER 2002
Staff Meeting to Evaluate the Training

After organizing the training, all HfA staffs conducted a meeting on Nov. 1, 2002 to evaluate the performance in relation with the training. We tried to look the preparation as well as the implementation of such an activity. With regards to the preparation, we realized that it is difficult to coordinate with health providers working in the far flung rural villages but fortunately we gained good cooperation with the Heads of public health centers who also assisted HfA communicating with them. As for the implementation, the process and the results was remarkable as we had skillful facilitators and the participants enjoyed the training.

Monitoring the use of motorcycles

In the last week of Nov 2002, HfA technician visited the riders and as the same time checking the logbooks in order to make sure that motorcycles were also well used. Besides, he also checked the condition of motorcycles if they are still in the level of zero breakdown. Out of the visit, it was found out that our partners, health workers are very cooperative in terms of implementing the system developed by HfA. They were also very open concerning the use of motorcycles. 

Withdraw one (1) Motorcycle

Out of the result of the monitoring and the meeting with health workers, it was expressed that the work of a rider in Tanjung Bunga is presently focused more on the administration so the motorcycle used can be withdrawn and placed in another health center. In this connection, in the first week of  December 2002, HfA sent an official letter to the Head of East Flores MoH, to the Head of Waiklibang Public health center and to Mr. Agustinus Koten, the rider to inform about the withdrawal of the said m/c. To follow up this letter Mr. Agus himself brought the m/c to the office of HfA. By means of the withdrawal, we want to show to health workers that we are serious with what we are saying.

Regular Service

Before taking Christmas Holy Days, Yos and Eman (technician and office assistant) underwent regular service to 5 motorcycles. It was just to make sure that things were running well during the holy days until the start of the activities on Jan 2, 2003.

Doing Assessment

To follow up the withdrawal of one motorcycle, in the 2nd week of December an assessment was conducted in order to place the said m/c. The points assessed are a health worker who can drive, where he/she works, geographical condition (if the area is accessible with m/c), if the m/c is needed in that place. In addition, the assessment is still limited in the 3 sub-districts where HfA is working. 

Radio Program

When Dr. Made, Head of Waiwadan Health Centered visited Kupang in the second week of Nov 2002, Wili took the opportunity to ask him to join in the radio program entitled “Increase the Quality of Health Services in the Rural Areas”. This activity was realized out of the collaboration between HfA and Radio Verbum, one of the most popular local radio station in Kupang. The aim is to promote the program and at the same time to advocate health condition in rural areas to the public and most of all to the authorities in the provincial level.

Participate in the meeting of Eastern Indonesia Women’s Health Network (JKPIT)

In view of boosting the works and function of JKPIT Secretariat, General Coordinator invited some members to evaluate the performance of the secretariat. Out of this activity, the participants recommended  to JKPIT to play the role more on the coordination and communication. Wili was engaged in this activity that took place on Nov. 2, 2002.

Building Network with several parties in Jakarta

In order to promote the program and to build network in the national level, Wili set appointments with several parties in Jakarta, such as New Zealand Embassy, British Council, Yamaha, Indonesian Motors Association, UNAIDS, ASA, DKT, and Kusuma Buana Foundation. With New Zealand embassy, the topic was focused on how to follow-up the action plans of the training made by health providers. This was underlined grounded on the rationale that patient/client oriented should be articulated in order to increase the quality of health services and most of all the rights of the patients/clients.

On the parts of Yamaha Jakarta and Indonesian Motor Association, HfA solicited their contribution in the program but it was said it is still difficult for them to participate actively. While UNAIDS, ASA, DKT and Kusuma Buana expressed their willingness to contribute health materials that can be distributed to the public. These meetings were organized on Nov. 18 – 22, 2002.

Selection of Best Father in Caring the Child and Quizzes for the public

In connection with International Day of Anti Violence Against Women, HfA, with the support of JKPIT, organized the said activities from Nov. 27 to Nov. 30, 2002. Influenced by strong patriarchal culture, East Nusa Tenggara, including Flores men still consider themselves as first class members of the society. Thus more works are burdened on women both domestic and external activities. Taking care of the children is the task of mothers, as a consequence the fathers are quite negligent in paying the attention on the children’s health. Therefore in the efforts to encourage the men to play the roles in the children upbringing and to widen the horizon of the people, HfA organized such activities participated by several groups in Larantuka, East Flores. Unlike the other activity, the composition of the groups participating in the quiz is men and women.

Meeting with Local NGOs in Larantuka, East Flores

In order to strengthen the relationship with local NGOs in East Flores, HfA called for the meeting on Nov 30, 2002. Aside from kind of the network that should be fostered, we also discussed the participation of other NGOs working health to participate in World AIDS Day activity. 

World AIDS Day Activity

To commemorate World AIDS Day on Dec 1, 2002, HfA invited 4 local NGOs working in the health aspects and transvestite group to participate in the distribution of AIDS materials to people in the public areas, such as bus stations, markets and harbors on December 2, 2002. The objective of such an activity is to raise public awareness of the problem of HIV/AIDS, taking into consideration that there have been HIV/AIDS patients in this area but little effort is done by local government to raise people’s awareness. For this activity, the materials distributed were donated by partners in Jakarta, such as UNAIDS, DKT and YKB. The response of the public was extremely alarming shown in their enthusiasm to receive the materials distributed numbering around 3.445 pieces.

Network Meeting with MoH

In view of establishing partnership with NGOs working the health aspects, Provincial MoH called for a network meeting on Dec. 14, 2002 to discuss the possibilities of having regular meeting with the purpose of coordination and communication among all elements working in health aspects. In this occasion NGOs participating were asked to briefly present their profiles.

Present the Program in the Forum of MoH

HfA was honored to present its program in the forum of Heads of district MoH and of hospitals all over East Nusa Tenggara Province. HfA was specifically invited by the Head of provincial MoH to present its program after knowing good results acquired in East Flores. Besides, such kind of program is new and the first being introduced in Indonesia and Flores, situated in East Nusa Tenggara Province has privilege to be the first to benefit the program. During the presentation several Heads of district MoH posed the question if they have the possibility to join the team. Despite high demand, Wili acknowledged that currently HfA has very limited resources to expand the program.  
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
